1. Description. 
The Promoter hereby engages the cover band TWO DOTS to perform on ………………... The exact running, duration and commencement times for this engagement are to be advised by the promoter. TWO DOTS will put on a professional show with consideration to the temporal requirements of the promoter.

2. Payment.

The guaranteed fee for this performance is …………..€ + VAT + transport. The fee should be paid by the latest on the day of the performance before the show.

3. Transport

• travel by car, the costs will be calculated at €0,5/km for 2 vehicles back and forth from Wavre (Belgium).
• air travel, the promoter covers the air fare for the artists, their crew and necessary equipment/instruments.  The size of the party, the luggage and the schedule will be decided on by Two Dots in conjunction with the promoter.  
4. Instruments, sound & lighting requirements. 

The instruments, sound & lighting equipment and staging will be provided by the promoter as defined in the technical rider, which is an integral part of this contract. Any change to the predefined technical rider needs to be pre-approved by Two Dots. Any breach of the technical requirements could provoke a cancellation of the performance without prejudice to the full agreed fee (see point 8.) Any damage caused to the artists’ instruments or technical equipment at the performance venue or tied to the event will be invoiced to the promoter. This includes (but is not limited to) weather damage due to badly covered staging, poor staging, transport and manipulation of the Artists musical and technical equipment by persons outside the band’s organisation, problems due to faulty electrical installations, audience overflowing onto the stage etc. Any intentional power cut by the promoter or any third party will be invoiced €600 + VAT, to cover the degradation of the electrical equipment of Two Dots (amplifiers, mixing console, computers…).
5. Planning et access. 

A realistic and precise schedule of the event will be provided by the promoter as early as possible. The sound check will be in the afternoon on the day of the event and the artist will need a minimum of 2 hours for installation and sound check. The artist will need 2 parking spaces. A direct access to the stage is required for the unloading of the gear. The artist’s crew will dismantle directly after the performance. 
6. Hospitality.

The promoter will provide a heated (if necessary), calm and secure dressing room (lockable) with electrical outlets (EU), a mirror and some comfortable seating. We need to get dressed so please make private. A selection of snacks, soft drinks, beer. One bottles of Dark Spicy Rhum, ice cubes and one cold bottle of cold Coca Cola and one cold bottle of Coke Zero. Please don’t give us tickets, we won’t drink more than a few drinks and we won’t get drunk, and we hate tickets. 
A decent hot meal should be provided for the whole crew. Please no pasta or lasagne unless you’re Italian and it’s amazing! ;-). We eat everything specially if it’s local and healthy. The time of the meal will be decided upon between the artist and the promoter, with a minimum of one hour before the performance or after the performance.  In case there is no meal provided, the promoter will be invoiced a food buyout at €30 a head. 
Please also provide 2 clean towels, and water on stage.  

7. Hotel
For any performance, further than 100km from Wavre the promoter will provide single rooms at a minimum 3-star hotel (4-stars in France) for the Artists and crew. 

8. Cancellation.

If the promoter cancels more than 30 days before the performance, 50% of the fee will be due. If the promoter cancels within 30 days of the performance or breach the technical requirements, the full fee will be due. 
9. Force majeure

Each Party shall be exempt from all responsibility in the event of a total or partial breach, even temporary, of one or more of its obligations under this Agreement, which is caused by a case of Force Majeure. And only in a case of force majeure. In all cases, the organizer will first consider a simple postponement of the event before considering its cancellation.

For the purposes of the Agreement, Force majeure is defined as an event of an insurmountable and irresistible nature, resulting from an event out of control of the parties, which consists of an event or a series of events of a climatic or pandemic nature, bacteriological, military, political or diplomatic.
10. Purview

For all that is not provided for herein, the parties shall rely on mutual good judgement and on professional standards. Any adaptation of these terms will be done in agreement with Two Dots.
